In particular Scope has a good number of resources relevant to Early Years development - some specific to cerebral palsy and some more general.

Scope also offers sleep counselling for families who have a disabled child with sleep difficulties, and a Face 2 Face parent befriending service providing support to parents and families around the time a child is diagnosed with a condition and also at other times of crisis. These two services are pan-disability.
